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Women’s World Championships

In December, the International Softball Federation (ISF) announced that the
2010 ISF XII Women's World Championship will be held in Venezuela from June 23rd
to July 2nd, 2010. The world championship had originally been awarded to the United
States, however a decision was made to relocate the event due to a date conflict with the
Central American and Caribbean Games in Puerto Rico that would have prevented three
teams that had qualified for the ISF event from having the opportunity to play against the
other 13 nations in Oklahoma City. Thus, the new dates will allow all 16 teams who have
qualified to participate in the tournament.

Based on the new dates of the ISF World Championship, the 2010 schedule
for the Canadian Senior Women's National Team is in the process of being finalized.
Following the Evaluation Camps, athletes will be selected to join returning Senior
National Team athletes at a final Selection Camp at Softball City in Surrey, British Co-
lumbia beginning June 4th, 2010. The final roster will be named on June 12th, 2010.
Players named to the final roster will tentatively fly to Miami on June 14th before
making their way to Caracas on June 2 Ist.

The ISF Women's World Championship will be held from June 23rd to July 2nd
in Caracas, Venezuela. Softball Canada is still in the process of finalizing the team’s 2010
competition schedule.

Following the announcement of the new dates and locations of the 2010 XII
Women's World Championship, the ISF then awarded the 2012 ISF XIII Women's World
Championship to Whitehorse, Yukon. At the ISF Congress in October 2009, Softball
Canada had proposed a motion to have the world championships held every two years.
Once the motion was carried, Softball Canada then submitted a bid to host the 2012
event in Whitehorse, which has now been accepted.
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Softball Canada recently released the list of players who have been selected to the Junior Women's National Team
Athlete Pool for the 2010 season. These players will attend a Selection Camp early in the Summer of 2010 (location and
dates to be determined).

From this pool, seventeen (17) athletes will be chosen to represent Canada at a Pan American Qualifier in Bo-
gota, Colombia from August 9th - 15th, 2010. The top five countries from this tournament will ualify for the 2011 ISF
Junior Women'’s World Championship, which will take place in Cape Town, South Africa in December, 201 1.

The players listed in the pool and who will be selected to represent Canada at the Pan American Qualifier in
2010 will not necessarily be included on the 201 I team that will compete in South Africa. In 2011, Softball Canada will
hold regional Evaluation Camps for players not selected in 2010 and an open Selection Camp will then be held to estab-
lish the 17 players who will go on to compete at the 201 | ISF World Championship.

“This is a four-year process, beginning
with two years of evaluations and camps, the 2009 U 16 World Championships, the 2010 World Qualifier and ultimately
the 201 I World Championships in South Africa. As a staff we are extremely excited with the quality of athletes we have in
Canada, and believe we have initiated a process in which we can identify and develop future Senior National Team players
at an earlier date and for a longer period of time.”

The Junior Women's National Team coaching staff reserves the right to add or remove players from the Athlete Pool at any time.
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Softball Canada is saddened by the passing of Bob Ireland, owner of HSRS, who was a longtime supplier of
Softball Canada’s Umpire Apparel program until 2007. Bob passed away on December 3 Ist, 2009 after a long and
courageous battle with cancer. After 20 years of service in the Navy, he started his own under-water escape training and
land survival company named HSRS Rescue Survival, and later diversified his company to apparel for softball, baseball,
basketball and hockey officials.
